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Publication Conditions

summary does not exceed 300 words.
. The researcher submits the research printed on A4
paper and edits the research to be published
according to the following standards:

Arabic font: 14 margins: 12 Font: Simplified
Arabic
English font: 12, margins 10, Times New Roman
font
The margins of the pages should be (2.5) on all
sides
Number of pages: should not exceed 25 pages.

. The researcher writes his name, specialization, and
affiliation only on the research cover.

. The researcher's referencing style should be in
accordance with the American Psychological
Association (APA) system.

If one of the publishing conditions is not met; the
editorial board of the journal may return the
research to the researcher to edit it in accordance
with the terms of publication in the journal.

10. After the research is initially approved by the

editorial board, the research is sent for evaluation
by two reviewers, and the research is published
after the agreement of reviewers. If that there are
amendments recommended by the reviewers as a
condition for publishing the research, the researcher
is committed to making the required amendments.
